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[bookmark: _Toc128385193]Chapter 1. GENERAL ASSUMPTIONS OF THE EDUCATION PROCESS AT THE DOCTORAL SCHOOL 
OF THE WARSAW UNIVERSITY OF LIFE SCIENCES (SGGW)

[bookmark: _Toc128385194]§ 1. [Concept]
1. Education of PhD students at the Warsaw University of Life Sciences (SGGW) is provided in a general academic, multi-disciplinary Doctoral School, hereinafter referred to as the “school” or “doctoral school”.
2. The doctoral school offers an education path common for all PhD students as well as specialised education paths corresponding to fields/disciplines.
3. School education may be provided on a stationary, online or hybrid basis.
4. The first stage of education at the school, covering year one of studies, is the same for all PhD students who follow a common education path - building their team and exchanging experiences.
5. In consultation with thesis supervisors, the PhD students commence specialised education in the field/discipline corresponding to the topic of their dissertation by participation in seminars, in the work of Institutes and co-participation in conducting specialised didactic classes for students of first and second-cycle studies.
6. The second stage of education is partially common for all PhD students and is partially covered as part of the specialised education paths in the area of the scientific field/discipline.

[bookmark: _Toc128385195]§ 2. [Common Education]
1. A value added resulting from common education is its open formula, allowing for both continuous development of the PhD students and evolution of the school, following the changing educational needs of subsequent years of PhD students.
2. The objective of the common part of education is enabling interdisciplinary perception of research problems by the PhD students in various fields/disciplines as well as team building in the academic community.


[bookmark: _Toc128385196]§ 3. [Education in Fields/Disciplines]
1. Education in fields/disciplines includes modular classes in groups of PhD students (not more than 10 persons), gathered into seminar teams in the area of the scientific fields/disciplines, covering specialised research problems. Specialised education in fields/disciplines includes also the PhD students’ work in the Institutes/Departments, including but not limited to performance of research duties, assistance in organisation of conferences, cooperation with thesis supervisors, e.g. in other research projects.
2. Education in fields/disciplines includes also the specialised subjects selected by the PhD students in 5 modules.
3. Specialised (elective) subjects are recommended by discipline boards and presented to the PhD students in the offer of elective subjects.
4. Elective subjects recommended by discipline boards are a collective pool of elective subjects available for all PhD students of the school.
5. Selection of elective subjects is contest-based. Subjects with the highest number of applications of PhD students are entered in the curriculum. In special circumstances, the decision on launch of the elective subject for a lower number of persons is made by the director of the doctoral school. 
[bookmark: _Toc128385197]CHAPTER 2. CURRICULUM OF THE DOCTORAL SCHOOL
[bookmark: _Toc128385198]§ 4. [Framework Curriculum]
1. The school applies a module and semester-based system.
2. Considering the organisation of classes at the Practical Foreign Language College of the Warsaw University of Life Sciences, foreign language classes are provided on a semester basis. 
3. Seminars are covered on a semester basis, in the form of systematic meetings, allowing for regular presentation, discussion and development of research concepts of PhD students from the very beginning of education at the doctoral school.
4. The seminar provided for one group can be conducted by several persons for the purpose of a broad exchange of knowledge, skills and experience.
Other classes are covered on a module basis (both mandatory and elective subjects) and are passed directly upon completion of the module.

5. The Doctoral School curriculum includes five modules:
a. general social module - vocal pedagogy, self-presentation, communication, interpersonal relations, legal, ethical and economic conditions of scientific activity, modern foreign language;
b. methodological module - research methodology, statistics, metrology, research methodology in the field/discipline, econometric methods in scientific research;
c. didactic module - academic teaching methodology, professional training (without conducting of classes, co-participation), didactic professional training (conducting classes with students);
d. legal and popularisation module - intellectual property protection, commercialisation of results of scientific research, preparation of applications for research projects, science popularisation workshops;
e. specialised module (in the field/discipline) - doctoral seminars, academic writing, elective subjects.
6. PhD students select elective subjects from year 2 to year 4 of education at the Doctoral School, one per semester, according to the available offer. This allows to provide specialised classes in the area of the scientific field/discipline.
7. The methodical/methodological subjects are offered to the groups of PhD students conducting research in similar fields/disciplines. Interested PhD students from other scientific areas can joint groups from other disciplines.
8. Most subjects are provided in the module system, in theme blocks. This allows for freedom in the development of the plan of classes within the curriculum.
9. As part of the specialised module, the PhD student determines his or her education path, choosing from offered elective subjects.
10. It is recommended for PhD students studying at the doctoral school in a discipline other than the discipline of completion of second-cycle studies or long-cycle master’s studies to select, in consultation with the thesis supervisor, the elective subjects in a way that allows them to catch up with substantive competences in the scope of the field/discipline of education.
[bookmark: _Toc128385199]§ 5. [Education Plan]
1. The education plan includes mandatory and elective subjects.
2. The mandatory subjects will be provided depending on the number of PhD students in the given discipline in interdisciplinary groups (field/discipline), and in justified cases - all PhD students together, irrespective of the scope of research.
3. Elective subjects start from year 2 of studies.
4. Starting from semester 3, in each semester the PhD students must select one of the offered elective subjects per semester.
5. The PhD students select subjects from the pool of elective subjects (until the end of semester 2 of education for year 2 of education, until the end of semester 4 for year 3 of education and until the end of semester 5 for year 6 of education).
6. The framework education plan of the Doctoral School of the Warsaw University of Life Sciences is presented in table 1.

[bookmark: _Toc128385200]§ 6. [Curriculum Organisation]
1. Upon request of the director of the doctoral school, the discipline boards report the elective subjects (in the form of syllabuses) until the end of semester I (end of the winter semester), along with specification of the persons responsible substantively for coverage of those subjects (coordinators). 
2. The members of the Curriculum Board of the doctoral school issue opinions and verify the submitted subject syllabuses. The director of the doctoral school consults the proposed changes of the curriculum with the chairman of the discipline board. 
3. The classes are conducted by persons possessing specialised knowledge in the scope provided for in the curriculum.
4. The employees of the Institutes specialising in the given topic provide interdisciplinary education as part of elective subjects (available for all PhD students, irrespective of the discipline of their PhD thesis).
5. PhD students can select 1 subject per semester, in accordance with § 3 point 5.
6. Seminars are held in disciplines. Combination of PhD students representing different disciplines is admissible.
7. The content presented as part of the elective subjects includes the global scientific accomplishments in the given field/discipline.
8. It is recommended for year one PhD students to take, as part of their didactic professional training, the classes they will conduct in the given field of studies. This will allow them to gain experience in conducting such classes (the PhD students conduct classes independently from year 2 of education at the doctoral school).
9. The PhD student shall complete the didactic professional training lasting 60 hours in total and covered on year 2 and 3 of education. The timetable of classes is agreed with the department manager/coordinator responsible for organisation of classes in the department where the PhD students prepares his or her dissertation (coverage of 60 hours per semester or 30 hours in two semesters each is admissible).
10. It is recommended that at least one subject per academic year is provided by visiting foreign professors or thesis supervisors.
11. The PhD student is obliged to apply for internships in Poland and abroad, e.g. as part of the Erasmus+ programme, NCN, NAWA contests, own scholarship fund and other.
12. The PhD student is obliged to apply for financing of research projects.

1. The PhD student must cover the curriculum in compliance with the principles specified in § 5.
2. At the end of each semester of education (determined based on the organisation of the academic year effective in the Warsaw University of Life Sciences), the PhD student is obliged to pass the subjects covered by the curriculum.
3. The subjects are passed according to the following scale of marks:

4. At the end of year 1 and 3 of education (until 30 September), the PhD student must submit the report regarding progress in preparation of the PhD thesis, accepted by the thesis supervisor or supervisors or the assistant thesis supervisor or supervisors, to the administrative office of the Institute. The PhD student shall prepare the report based on the uniform form available on the website of the doctoral school. The report is subject to approval by the Discipline Board and, subsequently, is submitted to the director of the doctoral school by the chairman of the Discipline Board (until 31 October).
5. [bookmark: _heading=h.1v1yuxt]No later than at the end of year one of education (until 30 September), the PhD student must submit the Individual Research Plan (IRP) prepared in consultation with the thesis supervisor or supervisors to the director of the doctoral school.
6. At the end of year 2 of education (until 31 August), the PhD student must submit to the administrative office of the Institute the documentation required to carry out the interim evaluation provided for in the Regulations of the Doctoral School of the Warsaw University of Life Sciences.
7. The conditions for passing of consecutive education years resulting from the course of education at the Doctoral School and coverage of the IRP are as follows:
a. The condition for passing of year one of education is passing of the subjects included in the education plan and submittal of the Individual Research Plan (IRP), containing the topic, research objective, research hypothesis, research methodology, review of world literature in the scope of the topic covered. 
b. IRP is subject to the opinion of the thesis supervisor (supervisors) and is submitted to the director of the doctoral school until 30 September. 
c. The condition for passing of year two of education is passing of the subjects included in the education plan, positive result of the interim evaluation, including coverage of the schedule presented in IRP, and preparation of a fragment of the PhD thesis and/or paper in a reviewed journal.  The interim evaluation is carried out until 30 September. The documentation regarding fulfilment of the above conditions is submitted to the director of the doctoral school immediately after the interim evaluation, no later than on 15 October.  
d. The condition for passing of year three of education is passing of the subjects included in the education plan, coverage of the schedule presented in IRP and preparation of at least the second fragment of the PhD thesis and/or paper (in particular, publication of papers in journals entered in the JCR list is recommended). The opinion on fulfilment of the above conditions must be submitted in writing to the director of the doctoral school by the chairman of the Discipline Board until 31 October.
e. The condition for passing of year four is coverage of the curriculum of the Doctoral School, obtaining positive marks and submittal of the PhD thesis, along with the opinion of the thesis supervisor or supervisors, until 30 September.
8. The procedure for award of the PhD degree can be initiated at every stage of education at the doctoral school. The condition for initiation of the procedure is submittal of the PhD thesis, along with a positive opinion of the thesis supervisor or supervisors. 
9. In exceptional and justified cases, the director of the doctoral school, upon request of the PhD student, opinionated by the thesis supervisor or supervisors, can extend the time limit for submittal of the documents connected with passing of individual years of education.
10. Issue of opinions on the progress of the PhD students studying at the doctoral school by the discipline boards aims at control of on-going performance of research activities and scientific development of the PhD student and, in particular, substantive support for the young scientist.
11. An additional element of the evaluation of the PhD student is his or her popularisation and implementation activity (e.g. popular science publications and publications popularising knowledge, participation in conferences, lectures, participation in science fairs) as well as trainings and internships, application for and development of research grants. 

[bookmark: _Toc128385206]§ 11. [Characteristics of Modules and Objectives Pursued in the Area of Individual Classes Provided for in the Curriculum]
1. General social module - the subjects covered in this module are to give the PhD students the opportunity to learn how to express themselves and present research results professionally, establish interpersonal contacts easily, not only at the doctoral school, but also in the national and international scientific community. In this scope, the self-presentation and good voice emission skills (to ensure health) are important - at a later stage of education, this skill will be useful during classes with students.
2. Methodological module - includes a set of classes during which the PhD students, first together and then as part of specialised paths corresponding to the field/discipline, will learn how to properly select and apply research methods.
3. Didactic module - allows the PhD students to prepare themselves for didactic work. For this purpose, as part of the didactic module, the PhD students will familiarise themselves with methodology of academic teaching and will complete professional training - first observing experienced scientific and didactic employees, participating in the classes, and then conducting classes with students themselves, according to the curriculum.
4. Legal and popularisation module - its objective is linking of the scientific and didactic work with the accomplishments of predecessors, scientists. The methods allowing to use the literature/patent accomplishments in compliance with ethical and legal norms will be presented. The PhD students will have the opportunity to learn about the issues of intellectual property protection, commercialisation of results of scientific research, etc. Concurrently, the PhD students will have an opportunity to learn about the principles of preparation of applications for research projects and will participate in science popularisation workshops.
5. Specialised module (in the field/discipline) - it is covered at each stage of education at the Doctoral School of the Warsaw University of Life Sciences to allow the PhD students follow their individual development paths in the field/discipline by means of selection of elective subjects, elective development of the timetable of classes, participation in seminars as well as trainings and internships.
